CALL TO ORDER:  
Chairman Robert Sloan called the Regular Meeting, of the Center Township Board of Supervisors, to order at 6:30 p.m.  The meeting was held at the Unionville Volunteer Fire Company Firehall, 102 Mahood Road, Butler PA 16001.

ROLL CALL:

A. Edward Latuska: Mr. Latuska would like to take a moment to thank all the residents who supported him in the primary and general election. He would also like to thank those who went against him as well as they did a good job doing so. He says to never underestimate those who tell the truth.

A. October 2023: Sloan motioned to approve the October 2023 Treasurer’s Report. Wulff seconded.  Motion carried.
B. Warrant List 23-10-20: Sloan motioned to approve Warrant List 23-10-20. Latuska seconded.  Motion carried. 

C. Warrant List 23-10-21: Sloan motioned to approve Warrant List 23-10-21. Latuska seconded.  Motion carried.
D. Authorize Ad for 2024 Budget: Pringle motioned to authorize placement of the 2024 Proposed Budget Ad in the Butler Eagle. Latuska seconded. Motion carried.
E. CPA Resolution No. 2023-11-12: Latuska motioned to approve Resolution No. 2023-11-12. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
ZONING REPORT: October 2023: Construction costs were $373,300.00 and fees collected were $859.22. Fees collected year to date $8,663.85.
SUBDIVISION & LAND DEVELOPMENTS:

A. Geyer Lot Line Revision No. 2023-10-10, Final, Expires, 01/24/2024: Pringle motioned to approve the Geyer Lot Line Revision No. 2023-10-10. Wulff seconded. Sloan abstained. Motion carried 4-0. 
B. Gray Lot Line Revision No. 2023-10-11, Final, Expires, 01/24/2024:  Sloan motioned to approve the Gray Lot Line Revision No. 2023-10-11. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
A. Clearview Lock Solid Storage Conditional Use Request: The conditions are set forth in the Center Township Codified Ordinances Chapter 20, Article XV, Section 1508A.32, as follows:

1. No storage shall take place on the exterior of the storage facility.
2. Access to the storage facility shall be through a controlled access point and/or loading dock.
3. Climate controlled self-storage unit may have water and sanitary sewer service.
4. Construction of Climate Controlled self-storage units shall be in accordance with the latest Uniform Construction Code requirements.
5. Signage for facility shall meet the current ordinances.
6. Parking requirements shall be no less than two (2) spaces per one hundred (100) storage units.
7. Storage of vehicles, gas powered equipment and hazardous materials shall be prohibited.

Sloan motioned to approve Clearview Lock Solid Storage’s Conditional Use Request. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Armstrong Phone Proposal: Sloan motioned to approve the Armstrong Phone Proposal with a one-time cost of $300 for installation. Latuska seconded. Motion carried. 
B. LSA Grant: Pringle motioned to authorize Gateway to proceed with the application for the LSA Grant. Wulff seconded. Motion carried. 
PUBLIC WORKS: 
A. 2023 Paving Project: 
a. Authorize Payment: This will be discussed in executive session. 

b. Notice of Completion: The Notice of Completion will be signed at a later date. 
B. Ratify MC-70 Purchase: Sloan motioned to ratify the purchase of 551 gallons of MC-70 at the cost of $2,667.07. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
C. Authorize Anti-Skid Ad: Sloan motioned to authorize placement of the Anti-Skid Ad in the Butler Eagle. Wulff seconded. Motion carried. 
D. Ratify Tire Purchase for 2011 International Truck: Sloan motioned to ratify the purchase of two (2) tires for the 2011 International Truck at the cost of $1,540. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
ENGINEER’S REPORT:
An executive session was called at 6:55pm for possible litigation. The meeting reconvened at 7:13pm

A. Brown Rd Stabilization:

1. Pay Invoice #2: Wulff motioned to authorize the second payment to J.G. Contracting for the Brown Rd Project.  Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
An executive session was called at 7:36pm for possible litigation. The meeting reconvened at 7:49pm.
2. Stop Work: John Malizia gave an update on Brown Rd. Gateway believes the road is now stable with the work that has been done. Gateway would like to do more geotechnical testing. They provide three options for the project, Gateway recommended option 2 which included completing the grouting program, installing a guiderail, and paving a section of the road.  
Sloan motioned to approve Option 2 for the Brown Rd project which includes finishing grouting, erecting a guiderail, and paving a portion of the road at a cost up to $361,594. Pringle seconded. Motion carried. 
Sloan motioned to authorize addition holes for testing if it is determined necessary by the supervisors. Pringle seconded. Motion carried.   
B. Stoney Run Bridge: Heath would like to set up a meeting to discuss options for Stoney Run Bridge now that they have received the permit from the Conservation District. 
SOLICIOR'S REPORT:  
A. PA American/BASA: Gallager stated that the PUC will decide on the sale on November 9, 2023
MISCELLANEOUS: 
A. Road Swap: Iscrupe got the road swap involving Evans Rd and Teakwood approved. 
B. Right-of-Way: Zoning Officer Brown would like permission to see about starting the process to obtain a right-of-way at 831 Sunset Dr.
