CALL TO ORDER:  
Chairman Robert Sloan called the Special Meeting – BASA Sale and 2023 Paving Project, of the Center Township Board of Supervisors, to order at 6:04 p.m. The meeting was held at the Unionville Volunteer Fire Company Firehall, 102 Mahood Road, Butler PA 16001.

PURPOSE: The purpose of the meeting is to take action on the BASA/PA American Sale and the 2023 Paving Project Invoice. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
1. Norman Carpenter – 284 Holyoke Rd: Mr. Carpenter would like to thank the board for taking on the BASA/PA American Sale. He is personally going to file a complaint with the PUC. 

BOARD OF SUPERVISORS COMMENTS:
1. BASA/PA American Sale Appeal: Pringle stated that this has been a long process and believes that the sale was pushed through for a variety of reasons. Center Township is the stumbling block for Butler to have reasonable sewer and water rates. The rates are going to increase and we can’t let this municipal authority become privatized. The cost of this litigation is equal to one Starbucks coffee, $7-8, per resident. 

Sloan motioned to have the township solicitor file the appeal for the BASA/PA American Sale. Pringle seconded. The board was polled:

2. 2023 Paving Program Invoice: Joe Wiest from Wiest Paving wanted to know if the $885 a day penalty for being late is being followed. Wiest stated that he feels he could have come under Shields bid if he knew he could have kept the millings. He will file a Right-to-Know request for this information.
